Why take an AP exam?

As AP exam season is approaching, | wanted to take a 4
minute and address the issue of AP exams. Why should

a family pay $50, $80, $100 or even $200 to take these exams especially in
these economic hard times? Here are some answers.

Great preparation for college: As fewer kids sit for comprehensive finals
at school because of the exemption policy, AP exams are the only cumula-
tive, college-level final exam that many will take. Just as in any other aspect
of life, experiencing the preparation, time management, and yes, even the
pressure of these AP exams is great preparation for when a good grade on a
final exam might be the difference between passing and failing a very expen-

sive course!

Experience: Students who have taken multiple AP exams get better at tak-
ing them! When you look at the number of students scoring a 3, 4, or 5 at
each grade level, it is clear that students who took an exam in their sopho-

more year will be better prepared for a similar exam in their junior year.

Credit for college: Although it is true that many subjects for which stu-
dents receive credit are only <co
credit! Many students have used these credits creatively and thus were able

to double major, take fewer classes and have a higher GPA.

Feedback for the teachers and the academic program: The beauty of
a nationally normed exam is that it gives us and you feedback. From the
item analyses we get back, we can tell which specific sub-content of a subject
students scored well in and which they did not. This helps us maintain our
edge. It is crucial that we know at all levels that we are teaching an appro-
priately paced course.
